Donning and Fitting the Victim Extrication Device

Donning the Air-Lift rescue Vest
(A.R.V.) is similar to putting a

jacket on a casualty.

Provided carabiner attaches

3 lifting points.

A.R.\V. is placed behind casualty's
back and laid over casualty’s
shoulder, with casualty’s arms
either at their side or placed
through the side openings of the
AR.V.

A.R.\V.is secured in place via
gathering the three attachment
rings (L/R sternal and lower) and
securing with the supplied steel
auto-locking carabiner.

Carabiner is used for direct
attachment to hoist hook, short
haul line assembly, or other
rescue system.

After 3 point attachment, ensure
carabiner is loaded correctly.

It does not matter the specific order in which you attach the 3
attachment rings.

If the rescuer has sufficient time while loading the patient the "Chest,
Tail, Chest" configuration is a little cleaner configuration setup.

But the "Chest, Chest, Tail" configuration is usually preferred for
expedient extractions. Your decision to use either method really
depends on the circumstances of the rescue operation.

Before lifting, ensure proper
placements of A.R.V. with
casualty’s hand placement
correct and proper carabiner
loading. Use side adjustment
system as required.
